The group took
over arented store-front space in July of that
year. The floods of the summer of 1995
convinced the players of the desperate need for
more adequate space and the playhouse moved
to its current location.

Thanksto careful financial management,
profitable shows, generous donations, and
welcome grants, the theatre has made great
improvements in the physical plant, making it
more comfortable for actors and audiences.

The season consists of six plays presented
September though July. Between plays there are
other weekend entertainments and an
intermission series that gives fledging actors a
chanceto try their talents. Classes during the
year for adults and students, as well asthe
summer Children's Theatre, are aso part of the
Playhouse offerings.

The Lemon Bay Playhouse has grown to a
successful community theatre largely because of
the tireless volunteers.
